Elementary–Intermediate Intensive Russian


Introduction course of the Russian language. Immersion in the grammar, structure, and vocabulary of the Russian language. Emphasis on conversational Russian, with additional reading and writing. 


16 hours of classes per week


Intensive Advanced Russian


Immersion in the Russian language for advanced students. Emphasis on reading, translation, textual analysis and composition. Includes discussion of advanced topics in Russian grammar and language structure illustrated through various writing styles. Prerequisite: one - two years of Russian.


16 hours of classes per week.


Ethnography of peoples of the North


Topics include ethnography of the indigenous people of Yakutia, religious outlook of the Yakut people, ethnogenesis, Yakut mythology, shamanism, Yakut native clothes and food etc. Includes visits to museums, ethnographic complexes.


Political processes of the contemporary Russia:


This course covers the political processes that took place in Russia within the period of  XX early XXI centuries and involves the systematic study of political processes and governmental institutions. This includes the cultural, social, economic, and ideological contexts of political systems which affect their operation; the history of political ideas and their relevance to understanding political issues.

The course covers geography, history, political situation and modern life in Yakutia in the period of XX-XXI centuries.
